What does the School Progress Report (SPR) do?

The School Progress Report (SPR) is a tool, produced by The School District of Philadelphia every year. It provides information on
how your school is doing in the areas that matter the most for student success - Academic Achievement and Progress, School
Climate and Safety, and College and Career Readiness. The SPR helps us to know:

v" Which schools are strong in which areas?
v" Where are children achieving at high levels?
v" What areas at each school must change in order to improve outcomes for students?

SPR School Categories

Schools can earn scores from 0-100%. Based on their overall score, schools are assigned to one of the following four categories:

This scoring system can be used to understand how well your school is doing in each section and metric on the SPR as well.
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How did my school get its SPR Score?

Exactly what counts towards a school's overall score depends on the students it serves. For example, elementary and middle
schools’ overall scores consider Achievement, Progress, and School Climate, while high schools’ SPR scores also consider
College & Career Readiness. Each SPR domain, or section, has a different weight within the overall score.
